February: If you are approaching an NHS 
funded year of training, your main student loan 
funding will come to an end. Please be aware 
that NHS Bursaries are subject to means testing 
and, even if you are eligible for a bursary, 
anything you receive may not be as much as 
your current student loan. However, if your 
application is approved, NHS Bursaries will pay a 
standard course fee contribution. You may also 
receive a £1000 non means tested grant if your 
course started on or after 1 September 2012.

You must send in all of the supporting evidence that is requested from you in order for your NHS Bursary application to be assessed. We need to receive 
this evidence by the appropriate deadline above. All NHS Bursary deadlines above are to ensure that you either have a payment ready for release at the 
start of your next academic year (new students) or that your monthly bursary payments continue on the third Friday of each month (continuing students).

If you apply after the application window deadline, your payments might be delayed.

In all cases, please make sure we receive your NHS Bursary application and supporting evidence within six months after the first date of your
academic year.

The deadline to apply for student finance from SFE is nine months after the start of the academic year.
